Remember to set the throttle
and turn on the fuel shut-off valve. The hydraplienp should prime itself. With the
engine running, move the hydraulic valve lever tahthe wedge. This will cause the
cylinder to extend and expel air. When the cylimiddully extended, retract it. Repeat
this procedure several times. (An erratic moveroétiie cylinder indicates that there is
in the system). Once the cylinder has a smooticandtant speed indicating that all air
has been expelled, add another 4 quarts of o stduld then bring the fluid level up to
approximately 3" below the fill hole. These modedguire approx. 16-17 Quarts of
hydraulic fluid.

NOTE: If the tank is overfilled, it will tend to expell from the breather cap when the
cylinder is retracted.
