•  Remove PC300 from crate. Be careful not to damage the idler cable (item 31, p 8). 

•  Align holes in handle and frame and bolt together using; (4) NB604, 3/8 – 16 X 1” 

bolt, (8) NB271, 3/8 USS washer, (4) NB182, 3/8 – 16 Nyloc nut. 

•  Bolt bed lift handle to bed using; (4) NB604, 3/8 – 16 X 1 bolt, (4) NB272, 3/8 SAE 

washer and (4) NB271, 3/8 USS washer, (4) NB182, 3/8 – 16 Nyloc nut. Place the 

smaller washer  (NB272) on the outside of the handle. 

• Assemble (2) NB139, ¼ - 20 hex nuts to modified J-bolts (item 26, p 8), nuts should 

be tightened against the end of the bolt threads. Reference Shift Rod/Handle detail  

p. 8 and secure J-bolts to the handle, shift rod weldment (item 25, p 8) and shift rod 

half (item 13, p 9) using (2) NB180, ¼ - 20 Nyloc nuts.
