CONTROLS

OPERATOR PRESENCE SYSTEM: This
mower is equipped with an operator’s presence
system. Any attempt to leave the seated position
while the engine running, without first disengaging
the PTO switch and placing the steering levers in the
neutral position will cause the engine to shut off.

WARNING: Do not operate the machine unless
the Operator’s Presence System if functioning as
described.

PARKING BRAKE: Always set the parking
brake before starting. The parking brake is located
on the drivers left hand side. Engage the parking
brake by pushing the lever rearward and down until
lever locks into position. Be sure to release parking
brake before operating the machine.

IGNITION:  The ignition switch is located on the
drivers right hand side toward the rear of the seat.

For best performance, grass over 6 %2” in height should
be mowed once in the highest position and once again
at desired cut height.

MOWING

. WARNING: Do not operate mower at too fast of a rate. Sudden movements forward

. Start out slowly moving steering levers SLOWLY forward and backward until you
learn to operate the unit.

-Oil level: To prevent damage to engine, always check and maintain proper oil
level.

INSPECT EVERY 8 HOURS
